Scrutineer Watch — Nerf Bars

(a) Nerfing bars must be of acceptable design.
Upright/horn on top of rear nerf/push bar may
be used, maximum height 50mm, angled
rearwards, no hollow ends permitted. Nerf bars
to be minimum 19mm OD X 3mm WT,
Maximum 25mm OD x 3.2 WT. Alloy optional
equivalent to steel 19.05mm OD x 4mm WT.

(b) Front nerf bar to extend at least 75mm in
front of tyres.

(c) Rear nerf bar to extend at least 75mm
behind rear edge of tyres.

(d) Ther must be a minimum clearance of
75mm between the inside edge of the rear nerf
and the fuel tank.

(e) Front and rear nerf bars to follow body lines.
(f) Single nerf bar permitted.

(g) Corners of nerf bars to have 50mm
minimum radius. No sharp or protruding corners
permitted.

(h) Protection height: front and rear bars must
offer protection at a height of between 300mm
and 400mm.
